On behalf of the EPF I wish delegates and guests welcome to the 2000 European Congress.

I also like to thank the organiser for inviting us to Riesa.  This city is well known for being an organiser of large sport events, so I am sure we can  look forward to a good organised European Championships.

European Championships 1999.

A lot of hard work and good planning created European championships of good technical and social standard in 1999.  The standard is increasing as the organising countries gain more experiences. 

However, for the first time we did not have a doping control at a European championship (Women’s in France).  This is very regrettable, as World and European records were broken. EPF has received an apology from the responsible organisation but this is poor comfort to the lifters. 

Due to this, EPF will pay the doping test on new European record setters in junior and senior  classes, set at European championships, in 2000. This means record setters  that are not drawn to be tested by the jury.

All organisers of European championships must in the future have a written contract with the authority carrying out the doping control and the meet director must make appointments to be sure that the responsible persons  will do the tests.

After another year ist time to make my report for the term of work from May 1999 to April 200.

First I will thank all my collegues of the Executive for the good cooperation the last year. The same is with the member federations, only some are not working as it should be, but the big majority are federations working perfect and for the advantage of powerlifting. So one of task for me is to help these federations not working so good to devellope to come to the same standard the perfect federations have. So I must cas to EPF sometimes 50,-- DM for members forget, that they also have to announce if they not are sending lifters to our championships.

The other task is to devellope the EPF to be better and better to have a professional-like international federation. I know that it is possible, but it is not easy. In 1999 the financial situation was better, so I could 1st time inspection at nations organising 1st time a european Championships. Only if we have all necessary money we can have that standard of a federation being able to be recocnised by the IOC. I was in Belorussia and that was very special. After all was discussed, the vice-sportminister said, all athletes must pay for every day of stay extra 35,-- $US to me. I denied that and wrote after a letter with all calculations, but he confirmed his point of view. So the Masters European Powerlifting Championships was taken away from Belorussia and given to Hungary, they will organise it that year in Györ.

Arnulf and me we could organise some sponsors on the Internet homepage of EPF, and we will continue to work on that.

I think some of the purposes we could reach. But our way is long. So we should reach the from 2001 a membership-fee of 500,-- DM. Thats an amendment for the Congress 2000.

I did send out over 1500 letters including the EPF Infos. Electronic-mails = e.mails I received within that time over 1000 only for EPF, as not all must be answered it were over 900 to answer.

Phonecalls I receive all day some but as nearer a championships is coming ist more and mor. On some day I speak on phone for at about 3 to 4 hours.

Also faxes I did receive less and I did send more than that, special faxes are needed to help our friends of the eastern countries to get their visas, that is very often a lot of time and work involved, to brings all athletets to all championships. I must work as the administration do not make it easy to help the peoples to come together if it is not an olympic sport.

I needed in that one year over 6000 pieces of copy paper.

But still I enjoy my work also ist now also the work that I have to do as IPF General Secretary, specialy as some are very hard attacking me.

7) Committee Reports.
Technical Chairman's report to the EPF Congress 2000

Here we are already some months in the year 2000. I noted that we begin to share the same ideas. But we must make a lot of effort again.

For this I ask all responsible of the EPF to look after that all persons are informed regularly, to every essential stage, of the evolution of our works in a clear and comprehensible manner by all, in order to not to generate non founded concerns.

Example : a reorganisation 

A reorganisation must be achieved with a lot of feeling; 80% are tactical work and 20% are technical work.

Some meetings are for a lot of people very frustrated and to consider some meetings as lost time. It shows that there are functional problems. 

It is not my intention to aim people, but to show that it is very serious. A good organisation or reorganisation … can only make itself if everybody is okay to the departure. People are sometimes in front of an important decision, but they must understand why the modification is necessary. For that it is necessary to communicate and to converse with together.

How to make pass a message or an idea ?

Three small rules :
1/ it is not about what is going to be right, but well to win together;

2/ to try to understand why some people are against a reorganisation or something else;

3/ don’t push, pull ; don’t try to follow people your idea, but propose your idea on an attractive way … and the rest shall follow. 

We must raised this challenge. Today the EPF exists, but tomorrow the EPF must live again and better again!

1). Norway apply to take part in the  EC cup at equal terms .

2). After amendments. Proposal to be put forward to the IPF Congress.

 The IPF Executive shall consists out of one President, one Vicepresident, one General Secretary, one Treasurer and 6 Regional representatives and the chairman of Technical committee.

One  Vice-president shall be elected out of the regional representatives ( representing an active region ) and shall not come from the same region as the President or the General Secretary. 

The regional representatives have equal rights and mandates as the other executive members as long as they represent active regions. By "Active Region" means a Region that organise yearly Regional Congress and Championships with a representative Quorum present. ( >30% of the member federations represented). If that is not fulfilled, the regional representative has only the right to speak and propose, but no vote with in the Executive.

Change the first sentence to: Bids for European Championships shall preferably, wherever possible, be awarded three years in advance.

 A fine shall be imposed if the date of the competition are changed after the invitation is issued..

Included will be organising a competition for disabled lifters. This competition must be conducted under IPF-rules for powerlifting.
