                                                                                                                          By Arnulf  Wahlstrom
Welcome.

On behalf of the EPF I wish delegates and guests welcome to the 2006 European Congress.

I want to thank the organiser, by the meet director Vladimir Mati, for inviting us to Prostejov.  
The Czech Powerlifting Federation is very experienced in organising championships, and I am sure we can look forward to a pleasant stay and a very well organised championships. 

European Championships 2005.
A lot of hard work and good planning created European championships of good technical and social standard in 2005.  Statistics show that all together 695 lifters took part in  European championships in year 2005 and this is 72 lifters less than the year before.

Antidoping work.

In year 2005, we made 120 doping tests at European championships and 13 lifters were suspended due to positive doping result. This is a discouraging result meaning that about 10% of the doping tested lifters were positive. 

The fight against doping is not easy but IPF and EPF are determined to increase the focus on member nations that do not have a serious national antidoping program. IPF will do a number of OCT tests this year and EPF will increase the number of tested lifters in competition. IPF will also institute a “where about” protocol meaning that top international lifters must report where they can be contacted at any time in case of an out of competition doping test.

IPF forwarded an IOC application in 2004 and IOC has informed back that they need some time to restructure the present IOC members and then they will deal with new applicants. Hopefully a positive answer will be given this year to accept IPF as a provisional member. 
But again I must warn all leaders in our member federations of EPF and IPF – you MUST work hard nationally to establish a good behaviour among your lifters, coaches and leaders to respect the WADA rules. If the amount of positive doping samples can not be lowered I assume any IOC provisional membership will be short.
General.

After the resignation of Heiner  Köberich in 2003, the administration of EPF was changed so the work was shared between more people. Last year a new treasurer and a new gen. secretary were elected and now we are one more person to share the work in the EPF administration because previously the duties of the gen. secretary and the treasurer were done by one person.  We are now a good team that co-operate very well and also the economy of the EPF is good.
One of the most important matters for the EPF administration is to prepare, help and control that our championships are organised under best possible conditions for our lifters, coaches, leaders and referees.

EPF has during the last years worked out the following lists that are the guidelines for our organisers and for the EPF administration:

· The Technical Checklist
A complete list of all equipment needed for the platform and in the warming up room. 
The organiser must fill in and sign the list.
· Promoters contract
A signed agreement between EPF and the organiser of an European championship specifying the conditions for the hotel standard, accommodation, transport, venue, banquet etc. 
· Doping Control Agreement
A signed agreement between EPF and the organiser for the arrangement in connection with the doping control.
· Application Form
This is a form in which a federation applying for organising an European championship, must specify different details regarding their planned championship. This is the basis for the EC to award an organiser an European championship.
· Evaluation form of European Championships.
After every European championship one EPF official evaluates the championship and note scorings from 1 to 5 on each item specified in the Evaluation form. A copy is handed over to the organiser to inform which details may be improved, if any, next time  the same federation organise another Europeans.

Besides, the EPF administration has worked out detailed lists for the EPF officials so each member knows his/her duty. These lists are detailed and are named:
· EPF daily duties to be carried out
Specifies all duties each of the EPF officials are responsible to take care of  throughout the year.
· EPF duties at the European championships
Specifies the duties the two or three EPF officials taking part at each European championship must do during the competition.
As described above, the EPF administration has created good working routines and during the last three years the economy has also improved and gives room for more activity. Some of the items we want to highlight in the future are:
· Continue to better the conditions for the lifters at European championships so all organisers are using only approved material – also in the warming up area. This gives equal conditions for all lifters.

· Better the conditions for the organisers e.g. discuss to support them with computer assistance (as IPF do) etc.
· Increase the number of doping controls to fight the doping abuse.

I want to thank all EPF officials for their good work. The main burden is on Jiri Hofirek , the championship secretary, that has a lot of work to do with organising the championships, but also the new treasurer Alain Hammang has been very active and structured in his new position. Dietmar Wolf carries out the general secretary work in a good way and looks after the promoter’s contracts. Myriam Busselot is responsible for the technical part with the technical checklists prior to the championships and referee and jury work during championships. Kseniya Aloeva and Kalevi Sorsa take care of the Law and Legislation work, David Hinchley does an excellent work with the EPF web and Jari Tähtinen is conducting the record registration in a very conscientious way.  Also Pavol Müller is very helpful with different matters besides his financial control and disciplinary work and Detlev Albrings co-operates in a good way to come to good conclusions in different EPF matters.

Thank you very much for your great work to run and administrate the EPF!

There are many challenges for improving our sport and the EPF as organisation. But if we all work towards the same goal, results will come step by step and we will be more and more professional to the benefit for our lifters and officials.
I hope we will have useful discussions at this Congress and I wish you all a successful Congress and a successful Open European Championships for Men 2006.

I am very delighted to inform the EPF congress that for the year 2005 our account shows a large increase. In the last three years we can find the following financial evolution in our EPF account stand:

41.875,38 Euro (EPF account in Luxembourg / open June 2005)

This excellent financial situation shows that we are in a strong financial position. This means that the EPF, with such a financial background, is able to push and move Powerlifting forward in the future.

Federation Support :

I am not satisfied with different national federations concerning their financial payments. 

In the future we need more cooperation and we must become more professional . I can no more accept that I must send several reminders for the payments of the membership fee and the sanction fee. I can confirm that the quality of information on the financial payments is better. In the future we must reduce the cash payments and I invite the national federations to make more payments by bank transfers.

I must give an additional information, that the Slovak Anti-Doping Committee has sent me on January 2006 four invoices ( total : 5595,00 Euro) of four European Championships 2005 and also one invoice from the laboratory in Cologne (amount 1080,00 Euro),also of an European Championship 2005 . But I can only book them by the new bookkeeping system for the year 2006. In the future we must discuss about an other new arrangement.

6) General Secretary Report

Dear members of the EPF

To evaluate the EPF from the last congress until now, it seems that the EPF as an organisation and the EC members as a team are  working excellent after the workloads were delegated among  the EC members.
World Games:

The year 2005 was a “World Games Year” organized in Duisburg / Germany last summer. The best lifters from all around the world were selected to these championships. To our pleasure, all group winners, female and male, and both overall winners are participants from Europe. Congratulation to all group winners, overall winners and to their federations, too! 
Championships:

The document “Championship evaluations” indicates that most of the Championships and Cups, (Powerlifting and Bench Press) were well organised in 2005. But there is still a step to go further and  I’ll also remind all organisers of future championships to follow more strict the rules according to the Technical checklist and the Promoter’s contract to the best of all the participants.

I encourage all national federations, which have not organised European Championship or Cups in the last couple of years to take the opportunity to organize future championships. To organize international champions is much work, but it is always a big experience for powerlifting on national level and will recruit young powerlifters, too.

Doping cases:

In 2005 the IPF – DHP have proceeded in 19 doping cases, and with sadness I observe that 17 of these19 doping cases are related to European lifters. We cannot be proud of these high numbers of doping cases connected to the EPF. It is a big setback in our work against doping in powerlifting. In a long term these high rates of doping cases will give the EPF a bad reputation inside of the IPF, too. European lifters performance on a very high level and are the most successful lifters at World Championships, these high level of performance should not in any situation be connected to doping.

This year also 17 European lifters have been suspended because they participated in competitions organised by other federations than IPF. The suspension length is 12 months. Some of them were under suspension from IPF for doping abuse and they got another 4 years suspension from IPF.

I will take the opportunity to thank all lifters, national federations and EC members for a good co – operation throughout the last year; I appreciate their co – operation.

Disciplinary Committee report.
 Dear members of the EPF Congress,

         Similarly to year 2004 also in 2005 the activity of DC was directed onto reminding and taking  collective decisions regarding to problems of EPF within EPF executive committee. Members of DC took active part in managing of doping controls at competitions according to valid rules. Again I have to say that the solving of doping cases is very lengthy, which causes real problems to federations financed from Government budget. In my opinion this situation is partly result of removing of competencies regarding doping offences from regional executives to DC IPF.

         In August I was invited By Minister of Education of  the Slovak Republic to take part at round table to the final draft of the international convention against doping in sport, held in Bratislava under the presence of General  Director of UNESCO and General Director of the WADA. After the protocol signing by national governments the competency to coordinate the efforts against the doping abuse will be delegated to UNESCO.

         In the second  half of the year on request James Cirincione Chairmen of DHP IPF I have been involved  as a member ad hoc of this body in solving two doping cases.

         I would like to thank to my colleagues Mr. Tollef Taksdal and Mr. Lars Goran Emanuelson from Disciplinary Committee as well as to all members of EPF executive  and to representatives of our member nations for a very good cooperation and support during the year 2005.

That is very important that all the nations use the original nomination form and fill out all what is requested on this form. We must have the full names (not nick names), birthdates, best lifts etc. Also, the referees must nominate their availability. This is often not done, and then I have to again ask the Federation to send me this data. This makes unnecessary work because some of the Federations do not work professionally. In this respect many thanks to EPF webmaster David Hinchley for his work developing special programs for filling in nominations on internet so that the name of the lifter, birthday, weight class and the results can be written automatically to particular internet forms. That is a great simplification of the work for me. Thank you very much David.

     I would like to exchange all the medals of positive lifters from the European Women’s Championships 2004 in Trencin and from  the European Men’s Championships 2005 in Hamm too. I sent letters to all concerned National Federations whose lifters need to change their medal so as to bring the medal to Prostejov.  I has printed out the certificates for all concerned lifters of these two Championships and I‘ll bring them to Prostejov. I can hand over these diplomas to all lifters what have right for them.

   I have prepared the list of all lifters who need to exchange their medals for all other European Championships in 2005. I will send these lists to all concerned National Federations and I ask you to bring the medals with you to the Championships so that this can be done as soon as possible. It is in the interest of the lifters and it is the duty of the National Federation to make sure that it is done. I will print out the certificates from these Championships and I will hand them over to concerned lifters during changing of the medals.

She is also a World record holder in the Master I category.
Inger Blikra is one of very few lifters serving international powerlifting sport for as long time as two decades and at highest level all these years.
