4. Lifters that have tested positive.
Jarmo Sohlman from Finland tested positive at the Open Europeans 2007 and as this is his second doping violation, he is suspended for life.

Following lifters has tested positive and are suspended for 2 years: Inna Tretjaka from Latvia (European Junior Championships 2007) and Reihard Melzig from Germany (European Master Championships 2007).
Marcel Nivault from France receives a warning for using a Beta-2 agonists (Terbutaline). This substance is allowed but Nivault had not met the time limit for sending in his Abbreviated Therapeutic Use of Exception. Besides the warning,  Nivault  looses his place at the 2007 European Masters Championships.

5. EPF Award of Merits.
EPF has instituted an Award of Merits which is an award that the National Federation may order from EPF and give to national members that have done an outstanding contribution to powerlifting.

When a National federation wants to honour one of its members, the federation must fill in the application form (can be requested from the EPF General Secretary or loaded down from the EPF web) and send it to the EPF General Secretary.

The Award of Merit is a nice medal with inscription and a diploma.

The cost of the Medal is 10 Euro plus the postage cost.

It is important to give honour to people that work hard for our sport and this Award gives the National federation a good opportunity to stimulate such valuable people in their organisation.

6. EPF Women’s Committee.
At the Congress in May a Women’s Committee was instituted and Tone Ingebretsen from Norway elected as chairman.
