The Inzer Advanced Designs (IAD) Agreement from 1993

At the EPF Congress I spread out the old IAD to all present on the Congress. I sent it also to Mike Armstrong to send it with the May IPF Newsletter to all our federations, but he "forgot" it. So he must now again in June send out a newsletter, but I will do the same, that minimum all european federations are familar with it, to see why a new Agreement was necessary.

As you all know Norbert told before his election at the IPF Congress, the 1st thing he will do if elected to come to an agreement with IAD, to stop all the 16 years fighting. And he was elected, so he had a clear mandate do act and so he and I we signed ( against the will of all vicepresidents) that agreement, for me done in a clear mandate of the IPF Congress.

That Agreement starts 1st of January 2001 and shall be valid 8 year. Like in the 1993 Agreement for 5 years, but broken in 1995 by misinformation of the IPF Congress, names the Benchshirt like 1993 as supportive-shirt. That means it can as a legal shirt also be worn in the other 2 disziplines.  IAD handed over the Ernie Frantz law-suit to Norbert at Riesas mens open and his latest law-suit was stopped. Therefore he wanted to have the use of supportive-shirt from March 2000 on. 

The Vicepresidents say they can not allow it, only the Congress can allow it, but ist also possible to ask the federations before the Congress to allow it.

You find inside a form please send it back with yes but also with no, to have a democratic decision. If the Congress says yes to have it from March 2000 on I think ist a little bit to late.  At a conference-call meeting 5 from 8 present IPF EC members agreed to recomand the IPF Congress to vote for the new IAD Agreemend. That will be send out to all nations 1 month prior the Congress.

But I can ashure against to some rumers spread out, there is no word about an erector shirst and it is no exclusive contract, also other gear-producers are allowed just as before.
