3. Statement from TC Chairman John Stephenson.

Further to the article in the most recent N/L where it mentioned under  COSTUME that there was no distinction between the supportive and the non ‑ supportive in regard to the written rule i.e. : Only costumes officially registered and approved by the Technical Committee shall be pernitted for use in powerlifting competitions,

The unwritten rule is that the non ‑ supportive W/L / Wrestling Leotard, Singlet, does not need the approval of the T.C.

The rule pertaining to such ( written before the T.C Chairman's involvement) is rather ambiguous and has been clarified in the draft of the new rule book to read.​

SUPPQRTIVE

Only costumes officially registered and approved by the T:C: shall be permitted for use in powerlifting competitions.

NON SUPPOFTIVE

W/L Wrestling / Leotard ! Singlet. 

Subject to the specifications itemised (c) 'd) (e) under COSTUM page 7 IPF TECHNICAL RULES the said garments mentioned above do not require T,C, approval,

Although there is no specific mention of non‑supportive suits with the list of apparel approved by the T,C, we recognise the fact that the licensed manufacturers of the supportive‑suit also produce a costume i.e. WL./ Wrestling type under their trade names that are registered with the IPF.

These manufacturers have been contacted by the T.C. and are prepared to waiver any claim to sole rights regarding the non‑supportive suit worn in IPF competition
