1. My Remark to the Minutes of the EPF Congress sent out in June. As you saw from the minutes it was a bid for saving money, to stop from 2003 January sending out the printed version of the EPF INFO by normal mail to all member federations. Only these having no e-mail address shall receive by normal mail the INFOs. I do not agree to that, as it was one of the biggest service from me to all since 1986. I think the EPF should spend that money (less then 100 € one edition) to continue that very special and helpfull service for all EPF members. Although the bid came from 2 IPF officials, IPF is also not stopping that service with their newsletter. You could and can collect the INFOs in your files and look at it also after years. Please write me your comments about that. For what do we collect the money from you, when not to spend it for a good service to you ?    Nevertheless all INFOs will also put on the EPF homepage to have it available if the mail not reaches you in time.
2. The European Juniors in Hungary started with 2 special happenings, 1st  burned down the night before the start the official hotel, so all teams were spread in many different hotels.

2nd the technical meeting was done at a restaurant in the mountains, there we went with a road train, and all had 1st a meal sponsored by the Lord Major of the town, then after that we had the Technical Meeting.

The rest of the championships had one special flair it was hot, in the venue on my thermometer it was from 32 to 35 +C. There were set many Juniors European and World records, bar and discs were all proved for their accurate weight and ok. The loaders were not the fastest but exact and save. The bars were came form Atlas, a Hungarian producer and I asked them to come in the boat as official equipment of the IPF, lets se what they will do. The Hungarian Federation taking over the meet instead of Belorussia end of last year did a good job in the short time they had. So the EPF thanks Andras Ronaszeki and Laszlo Nemeth for that.

One special remark: All prices for official transports are calculated with a minimum of 6 persons. So if the lifters arrive single by single, they must find their own way or pay the real price for their extra expensive transportation. I will write that in future ( like id did earlier) into each invitation to a European meet.

3. The Consent paper you will find on the Inside. You have received it with the minutes, that here is a reminder what must be done with it from your side.

a.) You must until 1st of August translate it in your home language.

b.) From 1st of August all your lifters sent to an EPF Championships must sign the national form and bring it with them to the international competition.

c.) there again the English form of that paper must be signed before the weigh in and both will then be collected from EPF.

Others.

The membership fee is to paid in €, it must arrive on EPF account as 250,_ €,  latest in January each year, now it is 7 month after the date of January, when at latest it should be paid.

As for each month to late it costs 10,- € extra, it means now is to pay in July 310 €. Its now the highest time to pay, as all nations not having paid until end of June, risk to be suspended from EPF. That exclude them for future EPF and IPF championships.

Nations to suspended now are Latvia, Slovenia, Belorussia and Portugal.

The 3 Dopingtests done at the Danube Cup 2002 all were negative. These lifters tested negative 1. Vari-Scabo, Dora Hungary, Lehocky, Peter Slokakia,  Lettner, Richard Austria.  Test done in Cologne

1. Fine for not using approved bar and discs.
Organisers of European championships must be aware of that at the lifting platform the bar and plates MUST be from one of the IPF approved manufacturer: Eleiko, Leoko or Ivanko.
If this is not the case, the organiser must pay a fine of 1500 Euro to EPF and the lifters risc that European and World records can not be accepted.
This is a new rule accepted by the last Congress so please make sure there are certified bar and plates at the platform., It will be vaslid from 1st of January 2003
2.Technical checklist.
All organisers must fill in and return this list to the General Secretary together with the details for sending out the invitation to a championships.
If this list is not completed and sent in, the national federation will be fined 125 Euro.
This is a new rule accepted by the last Congress. Aslo valid from 1st of January 2003
