The EC has put forward one proposal: The consent form to be signed by the lifters.

Some more EC proposals :  Proposals to the EPF Congress 2002.
1) Organisers may charge a maximum participation fee of 15 Euro and a maximum banquet fee of 15 Euro for each lifter entered in European championships and cups.

Reason: To limit the amount of these two fees required by the organisers. As it is now the organisers require different levels of these fees - if any. For budget reasons it is better for both the federations and the organisers to know the limit of the fees.

2) All fees in DM in the Constitution and By-Laws shall be changed to equivalent amounts in Euro.

Reason: DM does not exist any more.

3) Change part of 3.08 By Laws (changes are underlined):
The travel costs of two EPF officials appointed by the EC, preferably the President and the General Secretary, to the European championships shall be paid. . . .

Change part of 3.09.2 By Laws (changes underlined):

In the event of a promoter not being in a position to honour his obligation to the President and General Secretary, or in absence of either of them  the appointed two EPF officials, with regard to their hotel bills, the EPF shall pay same on the basis of a length of stay at least equal to that of the teams, or for a reasonable period of time not to exceed ten days. 

Change part of 3.09.6 By Laws (changes underlined): 

A promoter of European Championships shall be responsible for hotel accommodation, room and breakfast for two EPF officials appointed by the EC, preferably the President and General Secretary, for a maximum of five days only. 

Change part of 3.09.7 By Laws (changes underlined): 


The promoter of a combined World +European Championship shall pay the hotel bills (room and breakfast) for four IPF officials only for a maximum of four days as determined in the IPF By Laws 3.07. If the promoter is under these circumstances not able to cover the full costs of hotel bills for two EPF officials as stated above in 3.09.6, he shall pay 50% of their hotel bills. 

4)

If the organiser does not use the IPF recognised bars and plates, he will be fined a sum of 250 Euro, and any EPF or IPF record broken by the lifters at the competition will not be accepted unless the bar and plates in use are checked and meet the IPF specifications.

5) If the organiser does not return the Technical Checklist within stated time limit, he will be fined a sum of 125 Euro. 

6) If the equipment and/or other facilities  have not been as specified on the Technical Checklist, the EPF may not grant any EPF championship or cup to this nation for a period of two years after the event if the deviation from the Technical checklist specifications are consider a serious fracture of the EPF standard of European championships and cups.

7)  By Laws 4.06 Hall of Fame to add at the end: 

No one who has been involved in drug offence or has been suspended by drug abuse shall be proposed to Hall of Fame. Any lifter or official previously awarded Hall of Fame will loose this distinction if suspended by EPF or IPF due to doping abuse.
8) By Laws 4.07. to read:
The EC decides prior to the Congress, after having received the bids from nations, whom will be awarded Hall of Fame. The appointed persons will be honoured at the Congress.

Reason:  to be comparable to the IPF By Laws.


8) Professionalism/amateurism:


All references to the professionalism and amateurism to be removed from the EPF Constitution

Reason: To be comparable to the IPF By Laws.


9)  Constitution 303.3 (k) to be changed as follows:


Add the “Appeal” to the list of  standing Committees.


Reason:  Corresponding of current situation.

10) 606.6 last sentence to be changed (underlined):          

The Appeal Committee may, in its absolutely discretion, waive or vary the time limits contained herein.


Reason:   Obvious.
