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1. The European Congress 2008.

17 nations took part at the EPF Congress in Frydek-Mistek.

Reports were all accepted without remarks and the EPF account shows that the economic situation is good.

EPF has last year supported the organizers of European championships with about 10.000 Euro in new equipment (bars, plates and racks). This has secured that only IPF approved equipment have been used at the warming up platforms and at  the competition venue.

4. Greetings from the President.
Organization of the Open Europeans in Frydek-Mistek.
The major championship of the year, the Open Europeans, was successfully hosted by the Czech Federation in the city of Frydek-Mistek. 

Actually, the championship was hosted by Vladimir Mati, which is a professional organizer of both powerlifting championships as well as organizer of other major events.

Mr. Mati has staged 18 international powerlifting events and his experience reflects the quality of the organization. The championship was staged in a large ice hockey venue and all equipment was of highest standard including 5 warm up platforms. This organization was according to the standard EPF wants at European championships and  corresponds with the guidelines in the EPF Organizing Handbook. The Congress.

17 nations were represented at the Congress and reports and proposals were all accepted unanimously or with large majority.

For the election of Vice President and Technical Committee chairman, the two candidates were unanimously applauded into their offices.

Ralph Farquharson from Great Britain took on the position as Vice President and Myriam Busselot from Belgium the position as Technical committee chairman.

Ralph Farquharson has worked with British powerlifting for several decades and was EPF General Secretary and Treasurer from 2003 to 2005. Ralph and his wife lives in Spain.

Myriam Busselot from Belgium has exemplary served as Technical Committee chairman since 1999 and until 2007 and then elected Vice President. However, the elected Technical Com. Chairman in 2007, Joachim Lehman, withdrew short after the election, so Myriam again took on the responsibility for this committee.

Referee clinic.

A referee clinic was run short after the Congress with most of the nominated referees present. Such clinics are new and this was the first one in connection with European championships. My impression is that the clinic was useful as details regarding the interpretation of important rules were highlighted and discussed and the actual standard agreed upon according to the IPF Technical Rules.

My impression is also that the referee standard during this championship in Frydek-Mistek was of high quality – higher than usual – and the jury needed to act only when blatant mistakes occurred - and such mistakes were few.
EPF is in progress to be a more professional federation and I am pleased by the good work of all officials, coaches and the organizing people to the benefit of all the good lifters at this European Championship!
